Notes on the Service Bulletin This service bulletin is a guide to the service.  We use a variety of printed materials for the prayers, the scriptural readings and the hymns. The Readings for the week, including the Collect and Readings are found in this Bulletin. The service follows the liturgies that are found in the Book of Common Prayer (BCP).  The BCP is the blue book found in the pew in front of you.  The hymns come primarily from The 1982 Hymnal, also in the pew – the red book.   Lift Every Voice and Sing (LEVAS) is another hymnal located in the pew rack. VF stands for Voices Found, another authorized hymnal.  Sound Mate Assisted Hearing devices available at the back of the church on the Narthex Table. 
About this Service: Season of Pentecost
[bookmark: _Hlk230784823]The season of Pentecost is the longest of the Church Year.  It begins on the Day of Pentecost when the promised Holy Spirit (Counselor, Advocate) of God fell upon the disciples and those gathered with them in the upper room and runs until the Sunday before Advent.  The color of the season is green to symbolize growth and new life. This season is often called “The work of the Church.”  The lessons focus on Jesus’ teaching encouraging personal growth and transformation in the Spirit.  The teachings also call believers to spread the Gospel to those in the world who have not encountered Jesus. Believers are called to live lives in service of others.
